SABBATICAL POLICY TEMPLATE
PURPOSE 

The purpose of the sabbatical period is to allow the individual to pursue a plan of personal 

renewal and growth that may combine study, travel, relaxation, education and research.  lt is a 

time to refill one's own life and calling, after having consistently given of oneself, so that the 

individual might continue to be effective in service to the Lord and the ministry/constituency served.  

PARAMETERS 

· The candidate may be offered up to a 13-week paid sabbatical, after the completion of 7 years service, subject to operational requirements. Annual vacation entitlement is in addition to the sabbatical period. 

· ln addition to regular salary, the individual may access up to 25% of the individual's normal travel and expense budget (noting the annual travel and expense budget cannot be exceeded); as well as receiving the normal professional development allotment of $2,000, to assist with the cost of the sabbatical. 

· The sabbatical plan may include personal vacation time. The participant has the privilege of requesting personal vacation time to coincide with the sabbatical period. 

APPLICATION AND IMPLEMENTATION 

The candidate is expected to present a proposal to the leadership of the church/ministry that includes the following: 

· Start date of the sabbatical.

· Basic plan to accomplish the purpose stated above. This sabbatical proposal will outline in general terms how the sabbatical time will be invested. lt will reflect a balance of physical rest, personal recreation, intellectual stimulation and spiritual renewal.  Sufficient time for family will be included. 

· An accountability partner 

An approved proposal will be forwarded to the accountability partner by the leadership of the church/ministry.
COMPLETION 

Upon completion of the sabbatical, both the participant and the accountability partner will meet 

to debrief and  report to the leadership of the church/ministry including an evaluation of the sabbatical and any recommendation for future consideration of the Sabbatical Plan.
