The Production Pastor oversees audio, video, lighting, 
livestream, and technical systems while developing volunteer teams and implementing scalable 
systems that support Sunday, special events and various other programs. Ideally, the 
Production Pastor will work alongside the Pastoral team in fostering a spiritual sense of God’s 
presence through music, creativity, and community. 
 
Responsibilities: 
1. Planning & Strategy 

●​ Provide insight and creativity to the planning and design of our Sunday experiences. 
●​ Collaborate with the Weekend Experience Strategy Team (WEST) to shape cohesive 

weekend experiences. 
●​ Develop a long-term production strategy (equipment upgrades, system integration, 

campus scalability). 
2. Weekend & Event Execution 

●​ Oversee all technical elements of Sunday experiences and special events, in unity and 
synergy with the Worship Director. 

●​ Develop a culture of excellence in sound, media, lighting, video projection, and 
livestream production. 

●​ Lead the Sunday experiences team huddle from a technical standpoint and troubleshoot 
issues in real time. 

 



 
 

●​ Provide scheduling and support to all rentals that require technical elements. 
3. Team Leadership & Volunteer Development 

●​ Recruit, train, schedule, and pastor all production volunteers. 
●​ Build clear onboarding pathways and skills development opportunities for volunteers. 
●​ Foster a healthy, encouraging team culture rooted in servant leadership. 

4. Systems & Infrastructure 
●​ Maintain an inventory of all production equipment and coordinate repairs/upgrades. 
●​ Oversee (sound/video/lighting) budgets and capital planning. 
●​ Create operating procedures to ensure consistent, repeatable performance. 
●​ Ensure compliance with safety standards and electrical best practices.

●​ Experience in leading a team with a pastoral approach focused on practical and spiritual 
growth and encouragement. 

●​ 3–5+ years of experience in live production leadership (church or comparable 
environment). 

●​ Strong working knowledge of digital audio consoles, lighting programming, video 
switching, and broadcast systems.

●​ Familiarity with Dante networks, DMX, NDI, and networking principles (preferred). 
●​ Budget management and capital planning experience (preferred). 
●​ Current credentials with the Pentecostal Assemblies of Canada (preferred). 
●​ Diploma or Bachelor's degree in biblical studies, theology, ministry, or a related field
