MYANMAR 
Nearly 700,000 Rohingya refugees have fled from Myanmar to Bangladesh since August 2017, in what is being 
called the world’s fastest growing refugee crisis. Pray that God will grant them permanent shelter and protect and 
comfort as they face monsoon season in the area. Pray that ERDO, as they work with their local partner, Bishop 
Philip Adhikary and The Pentecostal Assemblies of Bangladesh (PAOB), will continue to reach refugees with 
emergency food and non-food items to help them survive in the coming weeks and months. 
 
EASTERN ONTARIO & NUNAVUT DISTRICT 
Pray for the children who will be attending Blast, the children’s convention, on May 26 at Ottawa Valley 
Pentecostal Camp in Cobden, Ontario. May they have powerful encounters with God, engage in passionate 
worship and experience life-changing teaching sessions.
