Pray that everyone will be protected from COVID-19, and that God will 
ease any anxiety that children, youth, their parents and/or their teachers might be experiencing. For younger 
children, pray for understanding in regards to the social distancing requirements, and pray for parents and 
teachers that they would be blessed with extra patience and grace. Pray that God will bless children, youth, 
parents and teachers with encouragement and peace. Please also remember ERDO’s sponsored children 
around the world who are also back to school. Pray for children in countries still under strict lockdowns who 
are working from home or missing large portions of school. For those who typically receive in-school meals 
and are now at home, pray that God will supply each child’s needs through global workers or other 
miraculous interventions. Also, may children, youth, parents and teachers across Canada and around the 
world know and accept Jesus as a real and loving presence in their lives.
